FHCC registration is from noon to 5 p.m., Feb. 13-17, Bldg. 131, Room 200, 3001 Green Bay Road, North Chicago, Ill.

Please note: All performers must attend at least a portion of two rehearsals, held from 2 to 6 p.m., every Friday in January and February, in Building 131, Level 1- Recreation Activity Room, 3001 Green Bay Road, North Chicago, Ill. 

Local artists, musicians and writers will judge the creative entries and determine places in each category. First-place finishers may be eligible to advance on to the national level, where they will compete against Veterans from other Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) facilities around the country.

The festival provides veterans the opportunity to participate in creative self-expression in art and performance and to gain recognition. The Lovell FHCC Veterans Creative Arts Festival will take place from 1 to 4 p.m., March 2, in the A Wing (renamed from C Wing) Conference Center and Auditorium, Lower Level, at the College of Lake County, 19351 W.
